FACILITY RULES
PLEASE READ CAREFULLY AND INITIAL ALL SECTIONS 

Facility hours are: 8am – Dusk, Sundays: 9am –  Dusk 

We are closed on Monday’s, Holiday closings will be posted prior to closing.
FACILITY RULES
1) No non-prescription drugs or alcohol allowed on premises. 

2) No dogs or cats are to be allowed to roam C&G Farm and Ranch property, inside or outside our pasture areas. If you are leaving to make a trail ride and taking a dog along for a trail ride the dog should be maintained on a leash until you have ridden off C&G Farm and Ranch property. We do not wish any of our guest, boarders or livestock to be involved in any type of dogfight.
3) Do not bring children that require a babysitter to C&G Farm and Ranch without bringing your babysitter.  Do not allow any children to play in any area where there is horse traffic, or in any paddock or pasture. You the horse owner are responsible for the safety of your children, your guests, and yourself.  Owners of animals, and immediate family members are allowed in the paddock areas and riding areas. Guests or children should not be present in these areas unless they are with the horse’s owner. Any and all liability for injury, or harm to a child, a babysitter or guest will be your responsibility - the horse owner.

4) No screaming, yelling, or other loud noises; no running or disruptive behavior allowed on C&G Farm and Ranch property. No one shall spook the horses, or endanger their handler’s safety.

5) You may use your farrier, equine dentist and vet, or you may use the ranch’s farrier and vets, or maintain your horses good health by your administration of medicines, vaccinations and hoof trimming. All vet, dental, farrier costs are the responsibility of the horse owner.

6) Communication is encouraged.  Feel free to call anytime and leave messages at 832-317-2872 voice mail. We will ask that you make telephone calls between business hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. 

7) Put away all your belongings when you are finished with your horse.

8) Clean up all spilled grain, grooming aids or horse supplements in the area of the barn.

9) Remove your horse’s manure and hoof trimmings from barn and hitching rail areas.

10) Close all doors or gates that you may have opened before leaving. Keep center isle of barn clean and free of debris for horse access and egress.
11) Due to limited storage space, please keep excess/extra equipment at home (e.g. blankets/halters rarely used).

12) Please hose horses outside of barn only. There is a secure designated wash station outside corner of barn.

13) One small trunk with or without your lock and key may be kept in tack area.

14) Please inform C&G Farm and Ranch staff of any requirement of farrier or veterinarian service visits as early as possible (at least 24-hours notice). 
15) For our protection, and that of your horse, family members of the horse owner who will be riding on C&G Farm and Ranch property shall be listed on the boarding contract agreement, children must be over age 6 and shall have a parent/ guardian sign a liability release assuming all responsibility of the child’s activities. 
16) All students and C&G hourly rental riders are required to wear an ASTM/SEI approved helmet. Helmet with chin harness secured must be worn at all times while mounted.
17) We are all to respect each other’s belongings.  Do not help yourself to another’s belongings, supplements or medications without written permission of the owner. Do not use other boarder’s equipment without their express permission.
18) If you are riding your horse off C&G Farm and Ranch property, please let us know. Please give us your ETA of return. If you have not returned within an hour of that ETA, we may begin looking for you along our ranch area backcountry roads and trails.

19) Do not leave any items in a pasture or turnout other areas. Out of curiosity, horses tend to chew on anything.

20) Do not use chemicals that are not environmentally safe.  Never dump any wash-water or empty any container in a pasture area or an area accessible to horses. Please use barn trash receptacles for containers disposal, and dump waste.

21) Do not modify any stall, structure, fencing or any other object, or rearrange any area of the barn without gaining permission of C&G staff.

22) Do not give any horse treats to others, than your own, without permission of the owner.

23) Do not ride any horse, or allow your family members/ guest to ride any horse that you do not own.

24) Do not ride across the lawn or in/about the garden or flowerbeds. Do not let your horse eat the landscaping! Please stay in designated areas.

25) Always close and latch gates securely.
26) Speed limit is 5 miles per hour. Drive slowly and carefully.

27) Please park in designated parking areas only.
28) Wear proper footwear. Open toe shoes or sandles are not permitted for riding.
29) Smoking is allowed in designated smoking areas only.
30) All riders, boarders, lessees and guests must sign a “Liability Release”, “Medical Release”, and a “Stable & Facility Rules: form before handling or riding any horse. No exceptions.
31) Gate to your horse’s paddock must be secured. When your horse’s paddock is empty, the gate must be left in the closed position.

32) Tie only in the crosstie areas, paddocks or stalls.

33) Do not mount or ride your horse on concrete and/ or asphalt surfaces. Lead your horse very slowly on these surfaces. No exceptions.

34) Jumping is allowed only during instruction.

35) No turnouts in riding arena or round pen.


36) Horse rider/ handler is responsible for making sure all arena gates are properly closed when using any arena.

37) If you are riding alone, trail riding or using riding arena let somebody know the approximate time you will be back. Please take your cell phone and either turn it off or put in on vibrate.

38) Respect Closed And No Turnout signs that are posted on arenas/paddocks.

39) Each person is responsible for picking up after themselves and his or her horse. Clean up manure, dirt and hair from work/ wash areas before riding and after grooming.

40) Each person is responsible for storing grooming and personal supplies in proper places and not leaving equipment out. 

41) It is expected that parents will drop children off for lessons. However, it is not acceptable to leave children for more than 2 hours.

42) All children under the age of six must be with a parent/ guardian.

43) Each person is responsible for reporting any change of address or phone number to management. Horse owners should leave emergency numbers when out of town. 

I understand these rules are for my well-being and my safety and also for the well-being and safety of my horse. If I disobey them it could cause serious consequences to me and/ or others. The privilege of training or riding at and being at C&G Farm and Ranch may be taken away from me. I have carefully read the C&G facility rules and agree to obey them.
